FROM THE COMPILER

Throughout its 417-year history, the Scientific Library of Lviv University has been
supplemented with valuable editions and book collections. However, due to various
historical upheavals, it has suffered several collection losses. The uniqueness of the
book collections of the Scientific Library is usually expressed in their rarity, artistic
merit, or in the personalities of previous holders and benefactors. Meanwhile,
historians and book historians are particularly interested in the chronicle of book
arrivals in the library.

Thus, the presented publication provides an opportunity to engage with the unique
book collection of the art history literature assembled by Karolina Lanckoronska'.
Even the owner herself was unaware of its arrival at the Lviv University library.
Therefore, the library of this famous art historian has been identified by chance,
through the study of the history of the Scientific Library and the phenomenon
of special collection formation, due to systematic work with the handwritten catalog
and inventory sheets. The validity of the existence and loss of the library from
the scientist’s residence, located at 19 Zimorovych Street (now 19 Dzh. Dudaiev Street),
can be found in her published memoirs titled War Memoirs (Polish: Wspomnienia
wojenne)?. It is hard to overestimate the multifaceted personality of Karolina
Lanckoronska. She is remembered in the history of Lviv University as the first “Doctor
habilitatus” in art history, who also became a symbol of resistance to the Sovietization
of the university in 1939-1940, and later, the fight against Nazism.

In the personal file of K. Lanckoronska kept in the Lviv University Archive,
it is noted that she began her scientific and pedagogical activities at Lviv University

She was awarded the Order of Polonia Restituta, the Order of Merit
of the Italian Republic, the Order of St. Gregory the Great, among others. After the end of the war,
she testified in court about the executions of Lviv professors by Nazi units in July 1941.

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in 1936 after defending her habilitation thesis on The Decoration of the Il Gesi
Church During the Development of the Baroque in Rome (Polish: Dekoracja Kosciota
“Il Gestt” na Tle Rozwoju Baroku w Rzymie)®. During the 1936-1937 academic year,
she taught the following courses: Michelangelo: Life and Creativity, Workshops
in the History of the Italian Renaissance*. During the 1937-1938 academic year,
she taught Michelangelo: Life and Work. Part 2, History of Spanish Painting
of the 17% Century, and Workshops in the History of the Italian Renaissance®.
In the 1938/1939 academic year, she taught the following courses: Italian Art
of the Early Renaissance, Rembrandt: Life and Creativity, and Workshops
in the History of the Italian Renaissance®. She is also known to have given lessons on
the artistic work of Diego Velazquez and workshops in Italian painting and descriptive
carving. Karolina Lanckoronska supervised the student women’s society titled
the Student Coterie of Jan Kazimierz University (Polish: Kolo Studentek Uniwersytetu
Jana Kazimierza), which proceeded in the educational building at 4 St. Nicholas Str.
(4 M. Hrushevskyi Str.)”. After the establishment of the Soviet administration at Lviv
University in the 1939-1940 academic year, she gave lectures on The History of Art
of the 16™ Century in Italy and conducted workshops in Flemish art®. Meanwhile,
she noted in her memoirs that the contingent of visitors had changed significantly,
as those sent by the new authorities often fell asleep during classes or stared blankly
into space. However, everyone attended the courses in a disciplined manner because
they were strictly controlled®.

In February 1940, the dean of the History Faculty, Andrii Brahinets, assigned
her acourse titled Baroque, Renaissance, Renaissance, Baroque. K. Lanckoronska
explained such an unusual title by stating that the dean could not decide which
term — “Baroque” or “Renaissance” — should come first. It is also known that
one Ukrainian student deliberately chose her course to try to protect the associate
professor from dismissal®.

Constant suspicions and threats from the Soviet administration of the university
toward the “old staff” definitely did not enhance the atmosphere of the lecturers’
scientific work. According to K. Lanckoronska, the significant reduction
in the requirements for the educational and qualification training of students

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allowed her to pay minimal attention to preparing for lessons!'. However, despite this,
there were still some students who came to the lecturer’s apartment for consultations
and specialized literature, since at that time access to the Lviv University library’s
collection was significantly restricted. A large part of the collection fell into the category
of “forbidden literature”. These were mainly Ukrainian and foreign publications.
There were cases when, due to “violations of library rules” and the acquisition
of “unauthorized literature” in the reading room, highly qualified librarians were
intimidated, fired, and reemployed within a few days, including Marian Des Loges
and Eustachy Gaberle!2. It should also be noted that K. Lanckoronska often used
her home library room to give individual English lessons'®.

As it turned out, during the Soviet occupation, a university job for Karolina
Lanckoroniska provided not only a guarantee of her personal safety but also
housing. That is why the status of a university associate professor was the main
argument for her right to keep three rooms in her apartment when, on November 19,
1939, Red Army Captain Pavlichenko invaded the apartment and demanded
she vacate it for him. Consequently, he inhabited only one room of her house,
while the housekeeper Andzia from Komarno lived in the other. In her memoirs,
Karolina Lanckoronska mentioned that her library itself needed a lot of space
in the apartment and eventually became the reason for the threats from the new
roommate. For example, a man broke into her room to steal gold and valuable items,
and noticed books, most of which were written in Italian. He shouted that it was
a fascist library and threatened to arrest the owner!“.

Having complained to the military occupation administration of the city,
K. Lanckoronska eventually managed to get rid of the dangerous and annoying
roommate. However, the situation with her personal security changed significantly
after the transfer of city power to the NKVD (Soviet secret police agency).
On January 2, 1940, a woman joined the Union of Armed Struggle (Polish: Zwigzek
Walki Zbrojnej). This was a secret formation during the Second World War, offering
armed resistance to the German occupiers and the Soviet regime!®. Shortly after,
the NKVD authorities became aware of her membership in this organization.
Therefore, at the beginning of April 1940, it was Major Bediaev who visited
her apartment, hoping to take it over. The lecturer confidently presented a document
stating that her apartment, as the property of a university employee, was exempt
from requisition. Instead, the officer informed her about her dismissal from work?®.
Thus, § 6 of the order of the rector of Lviv University dated April 9, 1940, contained
the following wording: “to dismiss Karolina Lanckoronska from the position
of associate professor at the Department of Art History due to the impossibility

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of using it”'”. When K. Lanckoronska received confirmation of this information
from the university on April 11, she did not return home for several days, following
the advice of her friends. During this time, as the woman recalled, “...Major Bediaev
burned some of the furniture [...], the watchman stole some. My notes disappeared,
and most importantly, the scientific library...”*8. Due to the high threat of arrest,
on May 3, 1940, Karolina Lanckoronska secretly immigrated to Przemysl, which
was occupied by German troops.

Thus, for a long time, the preservation of Karolina Lanckoronska’s library, which
was identified in the collection of the Scientific Library of Lviv University, remained
uncertain. It is assumed that during the requisition of her residence and property
as a university associate professor, the books were transferred to the university library
located 550 m from her home. In view of the discovered markings on each book
(“From the library of K. Lanckoronska, 1940”), they most likely arrived in the library
in 1940. It should be noted that at that time, Bohdan Barvinskyi, a well-known
professor and bibliophile, was a director of the Fundamental Library (the name
of the library until 1945). Also, well-known librarians such as Walerjan Preisner,
Zelman Elbert, Franciszek Smolka, Eustachy Gaberle, Marian Des Loges, Adam
Bochenski, Anna Felicia Jedrzejowska, and others still worked there. However,
the library was one of the first university units to feel the nature of the power
of the Soviet system: access to “imperialist literature” was blocked, and strict control
of all production processes was initiated. The newly appointed staff, including
Bohdan Dudykevych, head of the reading room, and Bella Shapiro, head of the book
department, were responsible for ensuring that banned literature did not enter
the reading room.

An interesting fact is that Karolina Lanckoronska’s books were not entered
into the inventory book upon arrival. This happened because, in the sequence
of inventory book records, the arrivals of 1941 were registered first, and only after
several blank pages, were records of the scientist’s books with inventory numbers
written in pencil. The compilers of this publication believe that the library staff tried
to protect its books from elimination by these means.

Thus, the compilers discovered 555 inventory numbers of books from the library
of K. Lanckoronska, totaling 947 collection units. Thematically, this is a selection
of art history books, mainly focused on Italian and world art. Most of the books
are in Italian, some in German and French, and there are also publications in English,
Polish, and Latin. The identified library includes encyclopedic and reference editions,
monographs, scientific papers, reprints of articles, albums and illustrative works,
catalogs, museum guides, etc. Bibliophiles or historians who are also biographers
of the Lanckoronski family may be very interested in the inscriptions on Karolina
Lanckoronska’s books. They can be grouped into the following categories: autographs

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and comments by Karolina Lanckoronska, gift inscriptions from authors or individuals
to Karolina Lanckoronska, autographs of Karol Lanckoronski, gift inscriptions to Karol
Lanckoronski, books from the library of the Lanckoronski palace in Rozdil, as well
as unidentified autographs, possibly from previous owners, on old print editions.

Due to the war upheavals, requisitions, or exclusion by censorship bodies
of various types and genres of literature, the library of Karolina Lanckoronska in the
collection of the university library also suffered losses — 16 books are unaccounted
for in the collection of the Scientific Library. In the catalog, they are marked
with a *-symbol (asterisk). It should be noted that some lost publications have
a duplicate!” in the SL collection, allowing readers to familiarize themselves with
the contents of the books. In addition, three books were transferred to the library’s
Special Collection?.

Bibliographic descriptions in the catalog are made in accordance with the DSTU
(State Standard of Ukraine) GOST (State Standard) 7.1:2006: System of Standards
for Information, Library, and Publishing. Bibliographic Record. Bibliographic
Description. General Requirements and Rules of Drafting. Compilers sometimes
deviated from GOSTs, making appropriate decisions to maximally reflect
the bibliographic information of the publication. The material was submitted
with complete orthographic data preserved. To facilitate the use of the publication,
an auxiliary name index of authors, editors, and compilers of works is provided.
The publication is intended for art historians, historians of science, book historians,
librarians, and all those interested in the cultural heritage of Ukraine.

The compilers express their gratitude to all employees of the Scientific Library
who contributed to the preparation of the publication. They also thank the employees
of the Lviv University Archive for their assistance in using the documents of Karolina
Lanckoroniska. We would like to express our sincere gratitude to our Polish colleagues
and academic institutions, in particular the National Ossolinski Institute Foundation,
for their assistance in compiling the bibliography and promoting the publication.
We are equally grateful to the Polish Academy of Arts and Sciences for providing
us with photographs of Karolina Lanckoronska. We also extend our heartfelt thanks
to Piotr Pininski, President of the Lanckoronski Foundation, and to the Lanckoronski
Foundation itself for their financial support of this publication.

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A FRAGMENT OF KAROLINA LANCKORONSKA'S
BOOK COLLECTION (1898-2002) WITHIN

THE SCIENTIFIC LIBRARY OF THE IVAN FRANKO
NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF LVIV

This article aims to provide an overview of a fragment of Karolina Lanckoronska’s
book collection, which was found in 2020-2024 within the resources of the Scientific
Library of Lviv University by Lesia Kupyn and Ivanna Darchuk, the staff of this
institution. This discovery is precious for the history of books and libraries in Lviv
and the surrounding region, as it offers a deeper insight into a part of a library which
belonged to Lanckoronska — a professor at the Lviv University and a representative
of a family which had a profound impact on the region’s cultural development.
This collection will be presented in the context of the Lanckoronski libraries
gathered in the palaces in Rozddl, an estate located in the pre-war Stanyslaviv
Voivodship! (now: Lviv oblast), and in Vienna, since some of the books preserved
in Lviv come from these estates. Furthermore, Lanckoronska defined the family
collections as the Rozd6t Library, as all assemblages drew on its resources and were
a continuation of the family book collection established there.

Karolina Lanckoronska, an art historian, librarian, editor and proofreader,
made a significant contribution to history and culture. After completing
her studies and defending her doctoral thesis at the University of Vienna in 1926,
she left for Italy and worked as a librarian at the Scientific Station of the Polish Academy
of Arts and Sciences in Rome. She travelled to France, Germany, Belgium, Switzerland,
Spain and Portugal. After her father’s death, she returned to Poland and settled in Lviv,
where she took up a position at the Jan Kazimierz University in Lviv and, concurrently,
assumed responsibility for the estate in Komarno inherited with her sister
Adelaide (1903-1980) and managed by her half-brother Antoni (1892-1965).
In 1935 — thanks to the support of Leon Pininski?, Lanckoronska obtained a doctoral

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degree at her alma mater, thus becoming the first woman in Poland with this
title in the field of art history®. She soon started delivering independent lectures
at the Lviv University.

During the war, she was engaged in the Union of Armed Struggle and the Home
Army as a secretary to Tadeusz Bor-Komorowski, the husband of her friend,
Irena Lamezan-Salins. In 1942, she was arrested and imprisoned in Stanyslaviv,
Lviv and Berlin before being sent to Ravensbriick camp. In 1945, following an
intervention by the president of the International Red Cross, Carl Burckhardt,
Karolina Lanckoronska was released and departed for Switzerland. She never
returned to communist Poland. She settled in Rome, where she became actively
involved in the Polish community. She founded the Polish Historical Institute
and several scientific periodicals, such as “Antemurale” (1954-1985), “Elementa
ad Fontium Editiones” (1960—-1992) and “Acta Nuntiaturae Polonae”, published
by the Polish Historical Institute in Rome, the Polish Academy of Arts and Sciences
and the Lanckoronski Foundation since 1990%. In 1967, on her own initiative,
she testified in court against the war criminal Hans Kriiger, who was responsible
for the murder of Lviv professors in 1941, among other crimes.

Karolina Lanckoronska achieved considerable renown in Poland during
the mid-1990s. At that time, she donated artworks and artistic craftsmanship
items from her family’s collection to the Royal Castle in Warsaw, the Wawel Royal
Castle, the Jagiellonian Library, the Jagiellonian University Museum, the National
Museum and the Polish Army Museum in Warsaw. This generous gift was presented
in exhibitions accompanied by richly illustrated catalogues®. Since then, research
into the Lanckoronski collection and its fortunes during and after the 20th-century
wars has been ongoing in Poland®. Information that Lanckoronska also donated part
of the so-called Rozd¢ét Library and family archive to the Polish Academy of Arts
and Sciences in Krakow has received less publicity. Articles about this gift appeared

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in professional Krakow journals’. Another fragment of this famous family’s library
was discovered by the staff of the Scientific Library of Lviv University in 2020-2024.
Information about the Lanckoronski collection was first made public in 1927
by librarian and bibliophile Edward Chwalewik in his monograph Zbiory polskie.
Archiwa, biblioteki, gabinety, galerie, muzea i inne zbiory pamiqtek przesztosci
w ojczyznie i na obczyznie [ Polish Collections. Archives, Libraries, Cabinets, Galleries,
Museums and Other Collections of Remembrances of the Past in the Homeland
and Abroad]®. This book historian described the collections gathered in Rozdo}
palace and the Viennese residence belonging to Karol Lanckoronski (1848-1933),
Karolina’s father and a well-known patron, art collector and traveller®. In books
published in the late 20th and early 21st century, authors focused primarily
on works of art and artistic craftsmanship from the family’s collection. Indeed,
the Lanckoronskis owned paintings by Rembrandt from King Stanistaw August
Poniatowski’s collection, portraits by Hans Holbein the Elder and numerous Italian
masterpieces, including Paolo Uccello’s St George and the Dragon and Dossi’s
Jupiter, Mercury and the Virtue'®. When describing Rozd6} and the monuments
gathered there, Chwalewik highlighted the art collection, the library and its fate:

“Rozdébt [...] a grand lordly residence, was severely looted in September
1914.[...]. The valuable family archive, which dated back to the thirteenth century,
which contained the Rzewuskis’ documents from the eighteenth century onwards
and the multitude of letters from Stanistaw August and Ko$ciuszko, were lost [...]
the oldest parchments from 1370 onwards [...]. The library (ca. 20,000 volumes),
rich in old Polish prints from the 16th and 17th centuries and containing many
unique items, was partly looted and destroyed. Finally, the collection of maps
and atlases was greatly depleted ™.

In recounting the Lanckoronski’s Viennese collection assembled at 18 Jacquingasse
Street, he noted the “magnificent bindings of seventeenth-century books [...],
beautifully illuminated old Arabic and Persian books” on display in the palace,
and further stated:

“The library includes more than 4,000 works on art history, geography,

ethnology and travel. The room is decorated with a portrait of St Stanislaus
Kostka in the Venetian school style”2.

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Undoubtedly, when Chwalewik described the appearance and quantitative status
of Karol’s Viennese library, the palace in Jacquingasse already housed the books moved
from Rozdot in 1914. In 1915, Eugeniusz Szmurlo, who had been recommended
to visit the palace by the St Petersburg Academy of Sciences, provided a detailed
account of the damage and losses sustained by the estate at the outset of the First
World War!®. At this point, it is worth presenting the history of the Rozdot Library,
as this collection shaped Lanckoronska’s research interests. It appears that the term
Rozdot Library was used to encompass both the Rozd6t and Vienna book collections,
given that the foundations of the family collection, subsequently built up through
generations, were laid in Rozdél. It was also where the family would reside for five
months of the year, from June to mid-November. For Karolina, it was the palace there
that was her “family home”. She loved to spend time there and looked forward to leaving
Vienna for Rozdol every summer. Her earliest recollections of reading a captivating
book, read in moments intended for other domestic chores, come from there:

“The large park was full of horse chestnut, oak and beech trees [...]. One beech
tree was particularly useful because it was very dense and low-branched.
You could escape onto it and read there. Once, when I received a very important
book for my birthday, I snatched it and climbed quite high. I must have been about
eleven-twelve years old, while the book for young adults described the discovery
of Troy by Schliemann”*4.

The family owned the Rozdoét estate since 1793, when Ludwika Rzewuska
(1776-1839) married Antoni Lanckoronski (1763—1830) and brought the estate
as dowry. Roman Aftanazi, a researcher of the history of residences in the Borderlands,
states that in 1789 the palace library was still “relatively modest”. According to the
source materials:

“The entire book collection was housed [...] in just two bookcases: a square,
walnut veneered one and a second, angular ‘Chinese-painted’ one. The first
of these stored 84 books, of which 46 volumes were Polish, bound in blue paper,
6 in leather; while 24 books were French and bound in paper. The second
contained only 12 unspecified ‘large and small’ books”".

Ludwika took her maiden library, collected in Strusov (Ternopilska oblast),
to Rozdét, and then gradually expanded it. While still at the family estate,
she established two book catalogues: French and German ones®. By 1824, Ludwika’s
library already contained almost 2,000 works organised according to the following

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thematic or formal sections: encyclopaedias, general history, geography, law, theology,
fiction, books in Italian and books in English'’. This assemblage, quoting Aftanasius
again, was distinguished by bindings bearing the owner’s supralibros:

“Particularly beautiful leather bindings, with rich gilding and initials L. R.,
characterised a set of books collected by one of the most enlightened Polish ladies
of her era — Ludwika Lanckoronska, née Rzewuska™®.

Ludwika’s son Kazimierz (1802-1874) expanded his mother’s library by acquiring
new books while maintaining the profile of the collection that she had established.
The fact that he continued to complete the catalogues established during her lifetime:
two from Strusov and one from Rozdoél, evidences it. These lists indicate that in 1845
the library comprised 613 French books and 187 German publications. The systematic
catalogue established in Rozdot in 1824 recorded 1,441 works by 1855. Kazimierz
produced further volumes of catalogues, which were a continuation of the lists
initiated by Ludwika (two linguistic ones and one sectional)*°.

Kazimierz’s son and Karolina’s father, Karol, played a pivotal role in the substantial
expansion of the library. He expanded the profile of the family library and significantly
augmented its holdings. It was to be his study, and it was the study — as Joanna
Winiewicz-Wolska described it — “of the last true humanist”. The researcher concluded
that the home tutor and later Karol’s friend, Wilhelm von Hartel, a translator
and publisher of ancient literature, influenced the young count’s interest in ancient
culture and art, which in time developed into a love of 15th-century Italian art?.

A catalogue of Karol’s collection, compiled by his librarian Ludwik Chotyniecki
between 1894 and 1900, is preserved in the Archives of Science of the Polish Academy
of Arts and Sciences (PAU) and the Polish Academy of Sciences (PAN) in Krakow.
This compilation describes the arrangement of books in the Rozd6} Palace and
includes a subject catalogue. The first section contained “old, rare works, first
prints, manuscripts stored in bookcases and on shelves above the doors”, the second
section contained “illustrated works of various contents mostly in valuable bindings”,
the third section included “Historical books in open bookcases 1-6 in the first
room and bookcases 7-9 in the second room”, while the fourth section contained

“periodical political and literary writings”. The list also recorded duplicate and
defective copies, as well as books brought in from other estates, totalling 8,600 books
and 156 periodical titles?. It is possible that some publications listed in Chotyniecki’s

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catalogue were furnished with an ex-libris bearing the Lanckoronskis’ Zadora coat
of arms and the motto “Flammans Pro Recto”?.

Aftanazi’s study provides details of the Lanckoronski library before the First
World War. However, it essentially repeats the information provided by Chwalewik
in his “Polish Collections” monograph:

“The home archive contained documents, the earliest of which dated back
to 1370 and included parchment documents. They pertained mainly to the history
of the Rzewuski family. Furthermore, numerous letters written by King Stanislaw
August and Tadeusz Kosciuszko were kept in Rozdét. The library, which was
amassed almost exclusively by the Lanckoronskis, comprised approximately
20,000 volumes in 1914. Amonyg its holdings were several valuable old prints,
many of which were unique from the 16th and 17th centuries. [...]. There was
also a substantial collection of maps, atlases and old engravings”?.

Stanistaw Szczur established that in 1914 only the most valuable library items,
in particular old prints, were transported to Vienna together with the art collection?.
This saved them from destruction during the war effort. According to Karolina’s
memoirs, published in “Tygodnik Powszechny” [“The Common Weekly”] in 1995
and later collected in a volume titled Szkice wspomnien [Drafts of Memories],
the Rozdol library grew significantly between the wars: from 20,000 volumes
(some of which were carried away in 1914) to 70,000 volumes. Upon analysis
of all available materials and studies, it can be concluded that an error likely
occurred during the compilation of Lanckoronska’s memoirs, and that effectively
the library numbered about 20,000 volumes in its heyday. Similar findings were
presented by Urszula Paszkiewicz, Janusz Szymanski and Barbara Bienkowska in their
guidebook Biblioteki polskie poza krajem w latach 1938—1948 [Polish libraries
outside the country from 1938 to 1948], which stated that the collection from
Rozd6l numbered approximately 20,000 volumes?. In her memoirs, Lanckoronska
described the appearance of the rooms intended for the archive and library and
presented quantitative data, certainly greatly exaggerated:

“The archive was located in a 17"—18" century building, vaulted, which
has survived [...]. The Library, seventy-some thousand volumes, was situated
on the vaulted ground floor, [...] in that part of the palace which still dated back
to Kazimierz Rzewuski [...].

In the library, there was a portrait of Szymon Konarski hanging in the main
room/...].

The large and ancient, not only family, archive does not exist anymore.
Its substantial portions have resurfaced in Lviv. The Library — over seventy
thousand volumes — is also gone today. The remnants of Polish history books
and literature are still with me”?.

The library collection from Rozdoét — as described by Karolina — was not preserved
following the Second World War. However, an unknown fragment of this collection
was preserved in the Austrian capital as a result of Karol’s decision to transport the
most valuable items to Vienna in 1914. The illustrations depicting the Lanckoronski
collection in Vienna show books lined up in rows on shelves in various rooms
of properties occupied by Karol. At the end of the 19th century at Remergasse 8,
they were housed in a study, while in the palace built later at Jacquingasse 18,
separate rooms were intended for the library®.

At the end of the Second World War, the Viennese collections were removed from
the palace for fear of Allied air raids. After the end of the war, Karolina’s brother,
Antoni, petitioned the state authorities for permission to export the family collection
from Austria. While awaiting a decision, he deposited it at Hohenems Castle. In 1950,
a small part of the collection suffered a fire there. It was only the decision, forced
upon Anthony, to donate a painting by Dosso Dossi to the Austrian collection that
was the catalyst for the authorities to permit the export of paintings, furnishings,
decorative and ancient art and the library in July 19512%. Karolina’s words, quoted
above, about the “remnants [of the Rozdot library — DSM] of Polish history books
and literature” still in her possession in the mid-1990s, referred to the collections
retrieved from Rozdot and Vienna.

At the end of the 1960s, the Lanckoronski library collection was transferred
to a public institution. After the death of their brother Antoni, Karolina and Adelajda
Lanckoronski decided to transfer the book collection to Great Britain and deposit
it in the Polish Library in London. On 23 March 1969, the émigré “News” published
an article entitled “The Lanckoronski Collection in the London Polish Library”,
which reported:

“On 5 February of this year, a ceremony was held at the Polish Library
in London to formally accept the Lanckoronski collection, donated as a deposit
by the De Brzezie Lanckoronski Foundation. An article by Maria Danielewiczowa
on this valuable collection will appear in the forthcoming issue of ‘Na Antenie’”%.

In this magazine, Danielewiczowa, the then-the director of the Polish Library,
described the deposit, its historical background, and its contents. In her account,
she mentioned the arrival of 26 crates from Vienna, containing approximately
2,000 books, manuscripts, and maps from the Lanckoronski family collection.

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The majority of these items were Polish antique items, and they arrived in London
in December 1968. In her article, she wrote:

“The Polish Library in London has received a substantial and interesting set
of prints from the 16th to the 19th centuries, arranged in clear chronological
and thematic groups. We have been provided with a working resource which
we hope will prove useful for numerous doctoral theses. The first two readers
were PhD students, Englishmen, working on Polish topics”.

In 1974, Polish readers without access to the émigré press were also able to learn
that the collection had been moved to London. Roman Taborski, a researcher
of the Viennese Polish community, mentioned this fact when describing the life
and work of Karol Lanckoronski:

“In 1968, Karolina Lanckoronska donated a valuable collection of books,
periodicals, documents, maps and graphic works to the Polish Library in London,
including above all the Polonica surviving from her father’s former Viennese
library 3.

In 1976, the deposit was transferred to the Library of the De Brzezie Lanckoronski
Foundation and served the Foundation’s scholarship holders®. Karolina decided
to adapt the collection to the needs of the Foundation’s scholars. She sold some
of the foreign publications, keeping works on Polish culture and history while
supplementing the collection with Polonica offered on the antiquarian market.
In 1995, Karolina donated part of the library to the Research Library of the Royal
Castle in Warsaw. The bulk of the collection — no fewer than 2950 items, including
800 old prints — was donated to the Polish Academy of Arts and Sciences in Krakow.
This stock has been kept in the Scientific Archives of the PAN and the PAU and has
been the subject of general and detailed studies®. Agnieszka Fluda-Krokos analysed
the Polonica collection of the Lanckoronski collection based on old inventory
catalogues®'. Lukasz Gworek wrote a dissertation on the history of the Rozdo6t
Library®. Krystyna Heska-Kwasniewicz, on the other hand, analysed Karolina’s
wartime memoirs and presented readings that were important to her, but which,
in most cases did not come from her private collection®®.

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In her War Memoirs from the first period of the Soviet occupation of Lviv
(from 22 September 1939 to 3 May 1940), Karolina described the situation in the city
after the entry of the army and her own fate during this time. The theme of the library
and the books it contained recurred in her personal accounts:

“On the night of 22 September 1939, the Soviet army occupied Lviv [...].

The Soviets showed respect for science and culture [...]. This impression was
further reinforced when the university was [...] opened. ‘Everyone is to teach
normally’, was the order. So we went to work as if nothing had ever happened [...].

Working at the university provided double security both for the person
and the accommodation. I had the opportunity to experience this myself when I
encountered Comrade Pavlyuchenko, a captain in the Red Army. On 19 November
he turned up at my place [...] and took one room. I explained to him that [...]
I was entitled to three rooms as an employee of the university, living with
an alumna [...] and having a library. Nothing helped. He burst in and made
himself comfortable. When I was in the flat he sat more or less quietly, when
Twent out — he went wild [...]. He stormed into my room, looked at the library,
where there was a particularly large number of Italian books, and [...] started
shouting: ‘Fascist library’[...].

On the morning of 11 April, a letter arrived [...] dismissing me from my job
at the university [...J. The next day, 12 April, passed normally; in the afternoon
I had the usual English lesson in my library, after which I left the flat [...].

Major Bedyayev [...] moved into my flat [...]. My notes and, above
all, my scientific library were lost at that time, not to mention other things,
such as mementos of the dead.””

It was not until the 21st century that it was discovered that a fragment of the
“scientific library” mentioned by Lanckoronska was preserved in the Scientific
Library of the University of Lviv. This was identified by the staff of the institution,
thanks to entries made in 1940 on books from Karolina’s collection. The discovered
set of prints must be a part of a larger corpus, as 555 works bearing an inscription
identifying the previous owner have been identified thus far in the collection of this
institution. It seems that there must have been more books, since the library,
according to her account, occupied an entire room. Certainly, not all the works
that were in Karolina’s possession in 1939 have survived to the present day.

Having discussed the long and complex history of the Rozdot and Vienna libraries,
it is time to describe the valuable find from Lviv. Recalling Lanckoronska’s words
“Comrade Pavlyuchenko” was apparently right to note the predominance of books
published in Italy in the researcher’s library. They accounted for more than 35 %
of the total stock collected in Karolina’s flat at 19 Zimorowicza Street (now Dudaieva
Street). German-published prints accounted for 32 % of the collection, French books
for just over 13 %, English for 6 %, while Austrian books for 4 %. The majority
of the Ttalian publications were likely to have been books purchased by Karolina

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during her stay in Italy after her doctorate in the late 1920s and early 1930s.
Lanckoronska acquired a considerable number of other books published in other
European countries after 1925. They are testimony to her interests and travels.

A further point worthy of attention is the publication date of the various books.
It appears that even the earliest publications in Lanckoronska’s collection, dating
back to the 16th century, were primarily utilitarian in nature, rather than just
intended for collection. Indeed, the thirteen books published in this century included
two treatises on the history and theory of art: Delle imprese by the Italian humanist
Giulio Cesare Capaccio, published in Naples in 1592 (231799 I PK), and Trattato
dellarte de la pittura by the Italian painter, art historian and writer Giovanni Paolo
Lomazzo, published in Milan in 1584 (231819 II PK). Richly illustrated, heraldic and
emblematic books, such as Camillo Camilli’s Imprese illustri di diversi published
in Venice in 1586 (231820 II PK), Giulio Cesar Giacomini’s Varii discorsi e concetti
intorno all’armi di molte famiglie illustri published in Ancona in 1589 (231821 II PK)
and Paolo Giovio’s Ragionamento di mons printed in Venice in 1556 (231804 I PK)
may have been pivotal to artwork analysis. Particularly interesting are three Venetian
editions of Vincenzo Cartari’s work Le imagini de i dei de gli antichi, including
the first illustrated edition with depictions of gods from 1571 (210188 II).

Among the ten works from the 17th century, three editions of Cesare Ripa’s
classic work Iconologia stood out. His book helped to understand the meanings
encoded in paintings, sculptures and other works of art. There were two Italian
editions of the iconology: from Siena dated 1613 (231818 II PK) and Padua
of 1618 (231826 II PK), and one from Paris of 1677 (231846 III PK). The classics
included Emblemata, a book by the Milanese jurist and humanist Andrea Alciati,
the creator of the literary and pictorial genre known as the emblem that flourished
in the 16"—17% centuries. Lanckoronska had two editions from Padua from
1618(231803 I PK) and from 1621 (231822 II PK). Quite possibly, Carlo Fontana’s
bilingual Latin-Italian work Templum Vaticanum et ipsius origo, published
in 1694, which presented the architecture of St Peter’s Basilica and other Roman
monuments and was furnished with a red binding decorated with gilt religious
motifs, was among the books which drew Chwalewik’s attention during his visit
to Karol Lanckoronski in Vienna. This striking and richly decorated armorial
binding, produced in a workshop operating at St Peter’s Basilica in Rome, was likely
to be displayed in one of the palace rooms (231741 IV PK).

The group of publications from the 18th century included twenty six works, mostly
on art theory and history. As with the prints from the previous two centuries, Italian
editions prevailed. The few exceptions in this set included Kazanie pogrzebowe
stawnej 1 Swietej pamiect Jasnie Wielmoznej Jmosci pani Apolonii Z Morsztynow
Lanckoronski, Stolnikowy Podolskiej [...] w kosciele wodzistawskim dnia 12 maja
1762 roku [A Funeral Sermon for the Late Most Illustrious Lady, Her Grace
Lady Apolonia Lanckoronska née Morsztyn, Wife of the Podolian Stolnik [...]
delivered at the Wodzistaw Church on the 12th day of May in the Year of Our
Lord 1762] by Reverent Kasjan Korczynski, dedicated to Karolina’s great-great-
grandmother and published in Krakéw (210196 I PK). The second book published
outside Italy was a four-volume work by André Félibien, the court historian at the
court ofKing Louis XIV of France, titled Entretiens sur les vies et sur les ouvrages
de plus excellentes peintres anciens et modernes, published in Amsterdam
in 1706 (231795 1). Félibien was inspired to write this treatise by Giorgio Vasari’s
Lives of most eminent painters [...].

The ownership marks of the Rozd6! Library are preserved only on two volumes
of Histoire de la peinture en Italie by the Italian archaeologist and historian Luigi
Antonio Lanzi, published in 1824 in Firmin Didot’s publishing house in Paris
(231510 II). The inscription in black ink on volume one is “Bibl. De RozdéY”,
while volume three bears the inscription “Ex libris Bibl. Rozdolensis”. Although
the entries are only on two volumes of this work, it can be assumed that the
other three volumes of this Italian painting history also came from Rozdol.
However, it is impossible to ascertain whether the original Italian edition titled
Storia pittorica della Italia, published in Pisa in 1815-1816, came from Rozdo6t
(231765 1). Arguably, some of the publications published in the 19th and early 20th
centuries came from this estate.

From Karol’s collection, originating either from Rozdoét or Vienna, came books
signed by Karol or donated to him. Author’s inscriptions were found on the work
of the Austrian journalist Sigmund Miinz Italienische Reminiscenzen und Profile,
published in Vienna in 1898 (231550 II), Ernst Steinmann’s book on Michelangelo’s
drawings from 1925 (231694 II), and Emanuel Lowy’s treatise on Greek painting,
published in Vienna in 1929 (231674 II).

Karol put his signature “Lanckoronski”, “Lanckoronski” or “C. Lanckoronski”
on several artists’ biographies, exhibition catalogues and art history monographs,
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including Die Renaissance-Architektur Italiens of 1870 (231532 I1), Italie et renaisance
by Jules Zeller of 1869 (216101 II), Julius Meyer’s Corregio of 1871 (231541 1),
Adriaan van der Willigen’s Les artistes de Harlem of 1870 (231525 I), and Franz
Kugler’s Handbuch der Geschichte der Malerei seit Constantis dem Grossen of 1847
(231508 I1). The guide to Italian museums by the French writer and historian Louis
Viardot, Les musées d’Italie, published in Paris by Hachette publishing house in
1859, may have been useful to Karol during his first trips to Italy in 1874 and 1875
(231792 I)*. The same was probably true of a guide to Titian’s works from the Prado
Museum published in Madrid in 1927, which he could have acquired in that city
(231697 I1I). Karol’s interest in history was evidenced by the biographies of members
of the Borgia family that he signed: Lucrezia Borgia by Ferdinand Gregorovius
dated 1874 (216089 11) and Die Familie Borgia. Alexander VI., Cdsar, Lukrezia
by Giussepe Portigliotti of 1923 (216073 1).

Karol also signed two biographies of Rembrandt: the Protestant theologian
Athanase-Josué Coquerel’s Rembrandt et U'individualisme dans Uart, published
in Paris and Geneva in 1869 (231764 I), and Rembrandt Harmens van Rijn,
sa vie et ses oeuvres by the Dutch poet and art critic Carel Vosmaer, published
in The Hague in 1868 (231572 III). It is possible that Karol used them to better
understand the works of this artist from his own collection. The two-volume work
Holbein und seine Zeit by the German historian Alfred Woltmann (231505 II)
probably served a similar purpose. Two paintings by this artist were included
in the Lanckoronski collection in Vienna.

Karol’s entries are preserved in four other books which he gave to his daughter
for Christmas. In Easter of 1922, he gave her Michelangelo’s poems with the dedication:
“Von deinem Vater. Ostern 1922” (208925 I). On Richard Hamann'’s treatise Deutsche
Kopfe des Mittelalters his donation note reads: “Vom Vater, Weihnachten 1924”
(231730 III), and on Max Sauerlandt’s work Werkformen deutscher Kunst:
“Karla vom Vater, Weihnachten 1926” (231770 I). These two publications, given
as Christmas gifts, contained lectures on the theory and history of German art.
In 1927, Karolina received from her father an account of a mid-19th century journey
through Italy by Ferdinand Gregorovius entitled Wanderjahre in Italien with
a dedication: “Karla von ihrem Vater zur Belohnung, weil sie beim Christbaum sich
an die limitierte Schenkerlaubnis ihm gegeniiber gehalten hat” (212801 I).

In 1924, Karolina received two volumes of Histoire de U'art published in Paris
and edited by the eminent French art historian André Michel between 1907 and 1929.
It was a gift from people who were close to her, but who could not be identified.
One volume bore the dedication: “Kochanemu Kauczuczkowi na urodziny od Bajbka
11.VII1.1924”, and the other: “Koczkowi na urodziny i na pamigtke pobytu w Chartres
1924” (231501 III). Professor Lanckoronska’s collection preserved a biography

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of Emperor Augustus by John Buchan with her dedication to an unidentified woman:
“Pannie... na <gwiazdke> 1938, K. Lanckoronska” (216076 I).

In Vienna, Karolina received as a Christmas present the third part of a multi-
volume work The Development of the Italian Schools of Painting by the Dutch
historian Raimond van Marle, published in The Hague in 1924 (231503 II). A pencil
notation has survived in the book: “Bescherung Grifin Karla Lanckoronska —
Jacquingasse”, indicating that the book was kept in the palace there. It can therefore
be assumed that the gift was given in the year of the book’s publication or not
much later. There is no doubt that she continued to collect this title, as eighteen
volumes of this monumental publication have been preserved in the University
Library. As her Christmas gift in 1939, she received an anthology of Polish poetry
From Kochanowski to Staff selected by Waclaw Borowy, published in Lviv in 1930,
with a dedication from unidentified and unrelated persons: “Kochanej Cioci Karli
od Izy i Jasia, 24.X11.1939/1940” (228242 1).

The study by Karolina’s first supervisor at the University of Vienna, Max Dvorak,
Gesammelte Aufsdtze zur Kunstgeschichte, published in Munich in 1929, must
have been a formative book for the young woman. At the top of the title page,
she wrote “Karla Lanckoronska” (231570 II). It is worth noting that this is the only
work bearing her signature. The other three dissertations by this esteemed and
important professor Das Rdsel der Kunst der Briider van Eyck mit einem Anhang
tiber die Anfidnge der hollindischen Malerei of 1925 (231546 1I), Geschichte
der italienischen Kunst im Zeitalter der Renaissance of 1927 (231569 II) and
Kunstgeschichte als Geistesgeschichte of 1924 (231585 II), did not bear her ownership
signature. Neither did the other books in her scientific library.

Author’s dedications to Karolina are preserved in three books. In a book titled
Rembrandt, published in Paris in 1935 (231775 1), the art historian André de Hevesy
made an inscription reading “A la comtesse Carola [!] Lanckoronska savante
et charmante homage respectueuse de 'auteur André de Hevesy”. The Italian
historian and politician Frederico Chabod presented Karolina with a pamphlet
with an offprint of the encyclopaedic entry Il rinascimento as a memento of their
discussions together, writing “a ricordo delle discussioni e dei comuni [...illegible]
alla contessa Karolina Lanckoronska” (231724 III). The Polish researcher Krystyna
Sinko gave Karolina the article Portal i drzwi z dawnego ratusza krakowskiego
i ich domniemany twoérca [Portal and door from the former Cracow Town Hall
and their presumed creator] with an inscription: “May Her Ladyship Karolina
Lanckoronska kindly accept from the author”. The article was published by the Polish
Academy of Arts and Sciences in Krakow in 1934 (231725 III). The inscription
“Hommage respectueux [...illegible] Amsterdam nov.[ember] 1935” was left
by an unknown donor on the catalogue of the Rembrandt Tentoonstelling exhibition
held at the Rijksmuseum in Amsterdam in 1935.

The library, described in the owner’s memoirs as scientific, consisted mainly
of books on art theory and history. It is difficult to list all the general studies
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from Lanckoronska’s collection. Of note is the second edition of the monumental
encyclopaedia of artists compiled by the German scholar Georg Kaspar Nagler,
entitled Neues allgemeines Kiinstler-Lexikon and published in Linz between 1904
and 1914 (231511 II BB) and the multi-volume series Biblioteca scelta di opere
italiane, antiche e moderne edited by Giovanni Bottari and Stefano Ticozzi from
1822-1823 (202803 I). Among the earliest studies on Christian iconography
were the books by the theologian and church historian Karl Kiinstl: Ikonographie
der Heiligen (231660 IIT) and Tkonographie der christlichen Kunst (231659 III),
published in Freiburg im Breisgau in the 1920s. A study on ornamentation in specific
periods and decorative styles, Stilfragen. Grundlegungen zu einer Geschichte
der Ornamentik by the Austrian historian and representative of the Viennese school
of art history Alois Riegl from 1923 (231626 III), was vital in the classification and
identification of artworks.

Karolina’s collection encompassed six works by the representative of Italian
Neoclassicism, the art and architecture theorist Francesco Milizia, including
the two-volume Dizionario delle belle arti del disegno of 1802 (231791 1), Memoire
degli architetti e moderni (123824 II) and other books. General studies included
dissertations analysing individual fields of art: drawing, printmaking, painting,
sculpture, architecture and artistic craftsmanship (jewellery, medals), both
in the context of individual artistic periods and cross-sectionally across the centuries.
Lanckoronska collected several treatises by the Swiss art historian Jacob Burckhardt,
including Geschichte der Renaissance in Italien from 1878 (216092 II) and Die Kultur
der Renaissance in Italien from 1919 (216093 II).

A separate group within the researcher’s library comprised biographies of artists.
Among the best-known collective studies were the biographies of artists prepared
by the Italian historian living during the Renaissance, Giorgio Vasari, Le vite de’piut
eccellenti pittorti, scultori e architettori, published in eight parts in Florence between
1878 and 1882 (231512 IT). Works on Italian artists predominate in this thematic set,
which is not surprising given Karol’s and Karolina’s love of art produced in that country.

This section of the collection provides clear evidence that it was assembled
by Karolina, as the majority of books there were source material and studies
on Michelangelo Buonarotti, her favourite artist. These included his letters,
biographies by various authors, and analyses of the different areas of his work:
drawing, painting and sculpture, totalling 33 titles. Among the source materials
were the artist’s letters translated and edited by the Italian Renaissance expert
Karl Frey (231766 1, 231786 1, 231736 IV PK) and edited by the Italian scholar
Gaetan Milanesi (231612 II). Karolina’s collection also included Vie de Michel-Ange,
a biography of the Italian artist written by the French writer and Nobel laureate
Romain Rolland (231777 I). Additionally, there was a two-volume biography compiled
from the Buonarroti family archives by the British poet John Addington Symonds
(231507 II). Only one small publication by Lanckoronska concerning this artist has
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survived in the Library of Lviv University. It is a copy of an article Appunti sulla
interretazione del Giudizio Universale di Michelangelo from the Italian periodical
“Annales Institutorum” of 1933 (231728 III).

Lanckoronska had far fewer monographs on the other two masters of the Italian
Renaissance: just seven books on the life and work of Leonardo da Vinci and three
on Raphael Santi. Another larger group of publications focused on a single artist’ body
of work concerned Rembrandt. Among the nine books two bore Karol’s signature
and were described above, and one was dedicated to Karolina. Further monographs
dealt with the art of Albrecht Diirer and Titian (six books each), Hans Holbein
(three), Botticelli and Tintoretto (two publications each).

Another major component of the assemblage is comprised of exhibition catalogues
and guides to European museums. The guides to English museums were most
likely teaching aids and simultaneously souvenirs of the trips Karolina made
to Britain in the 1920s and 1930s. The books indicate that at that time she visited
the National Gallery (ref. 231606 II), the Victoria and Albert Museum, (ref. 231832 II),
the royal palace of Hampton Court on the south-western end of London (231579 II),
the Fitzwilliam Museum in Cambridge (231773 I) and the Gallery of the Corporation
of London (231562 III). On the other hand, the abovementioned work by Pedro
Beroqui y Martinez on Titian’s art in the Prado Museum, signed by Karol (231697 I1I),
may be a trace of one of Lanckoronski’s last trips, which he took with Karolina to Spain
and Portugal in 1929%. After all, it is hard to imagine that these two enthusiasts
of early art would not have visited this art and cultural institution during their travels.

Selwyn Brinton’s book The Renaissance in Italian Art (Sculpture and Painting)
published in London in 1898 (231784 1), represents an interesting fusion
of a guidebook and a textbook. The text is addressed to students and travellers alike
and features numerous illustrations. Karolina’s extensive interests are exemplified
by prints from art galleries and museums in Budapest (231588 II), the Hermitage
in St Petersburg (231620 II), the Louvre (231779 1), the Pinakothek in Munich
(231781 1), the Gemaldgalerie of Vienna (231595 II), and the Archdiocesan Museum
in Wroclaw (231554 1I).

Another feature of Karolina’s collection was literary works, supplemented
by biographies of certain authors. Among the ancient authors, Aristotle is particularly
noteworthy, with his treatises De rhetorica and De poetica, published in Oxford
in 1887 (208091 II). Among medieval writers and thinkers, the collection includes
works by St Augustine (210194 III, 200090 I), Bernard of Clairvaux (210186 I),
as well as editions of Dante’s Divine Comedy in the original Italian (208929 I,
2089281, 208915 II) and in a German translation (208927 I). Anonymous works
from this period include Gesta Romanorum, a collection of parables and morality
plays, which is represented in the collection in a selection and German translation
by Hermann Hesse (208948 1).

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Among the Renaissance works, in addition to the aforementioned works
by Michelangelo, Lanckoronska owned poetry books by Vittoria Colonna, her favourite
artist’s friend, in a 1552 Venetian edition (208918 I PK) and a 1940 Roman edition
(208909 II). The latter book is the most recently published work from Karolina’s
collection preserved in the Lviv University Library. The selection of works by Italian
writers of that period was complemented by several editions of Annibal Caro’s letters
(208924 1, 208922 1, 208923 1, 208916 II), the complete works of Lodovico Ariosto
(208920 1), his poem L’Orlando furioso (208919 I) and Torquato Tasso’s Il Goffredo
published in 1799 (208921 I). The English Renaissance in literature was represented
by The Complete Works by William Shakespeare, published in 1904 (208945 I).

The literary works of the Baroque, Rococo and Enlightenment from Karolina’s
collection were not preserved in the Library. However, books by Romantic writers
were represented in large numbers. The works of Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
were particularly numerous, all in 20th-century editions, including a 30-volume
edition edited by Karl Heinemann from 1900-1908 (208930 I), his autobiographical
writings (208938 I) and others. From among the German Romantic writers,
Karolina owned a 3-volume edition of Friedrich Schiller’s works from 1918-
1920 (208944 I). A famous English author of this period was the scandalous Lord
Byron. Lanckoronska’s collection included a 4-volume edition of his works in German
translation from 1845 (217064 I). Polish Romanticism was represented by the first
edition of Adam Mickiewicz’s Pan Tadeusz from 1834 (228243 1), The Complete
Works of the same author with explanations by Tadeusz Pini and Marian Reiter
from 1907-1912 (228240 I) and Juliusz Stowacki’s Liryki from 1912 (228244 1).

Prominent among the historical and political treatises are general studies on world
and European history, such as Ottokar Lorenz’s Genealogisches Handbuch der
europdischen Staatengeschichte, published in 1908 (216115 II) as well as books
on the history of individual countries, including Rafael Ballester’s Curso de historia
de Espana published in Barcelona in 1924 (216103 II), and Michal Bobrzynski’s
Dzieje Polski w Zarysie from 1927 (216114 II), along with numerous histories
and biographies related to Roman history. Karolina’s personal relationship with
the historian and diplomat Carl Jacob Burckhardst, his help during the Second World
War and his role in securing her release from Ravensbriick camp, make a book written
by him a notable item in her collection. This was a biography of Cardinal Richelieu,
charting this politician’s career, titled Richelieu. Der Aufstieg zur Macht, published
in Munich in 1936 (216113 II). One of Lanckoronska’s most significant readings
at the beginning of the Soviet occupation was Lord Acton’s History of Freedom,
which she analysed during English lessons given to a Lviv professor (216109 II).
She recalled it years later:

“I happened to have a book that seemed entirely fitting to me: Lord Acton,
History of Freedom. I doubt whether this remarkable work had ever been read
with more poignancy and understanding than when we turned to it after losing
that supreme good that is its sublime theme. For us, reading it became a form
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of protest against everything happening around us, the only one available to us,
yet a profoundly powerful one, because it was spiritual .

The library also contained religious works and would not have been complete
without holy books: the Bible in a Latin edition (210171 II PK), a Polish edition
(210173 1I), and the New Testament in a bilingual Greek and Latin version (210187 1).
A separate group comprised biographies of popes and hagiographies, including those
of St Francis of Assisi (231618 II, 210183 II) and St Catherine of Siena (231599 II).

Travel accounts were also part of Karolina’s book collection. Reise in Kleinasien
contains an account of Fredrich Sarre’s 1895 expedition to Asia Minor in search
of traces of the Seljuk dynasty (231656 III). The author presented the book to Karol
Lanckoronski. It is likely that Sarre’s journey was inspired by Lanckoroniski’s
expedition, as in the 1880s Karol began archaeological and scientific research
on the peninsula in collaboration with archaeologists, ethnographers and naturalists,
including two Poles: the historian Marian Sokolowski and the artist Jacek
Malczewski*!. Of a different nature was the description of Italy by the Hungarian
politician Albert Berzeviczy Italien, Reisebilder und Studien, supplemented with
plates with photographs of Italian art and architecture (231829 II).

A small thematic group consisted of handbooks and language dictionaries.
Lanckoronska owned two editions of Michal Arct’s Stownik ilustrowany jezyka
polskiego: a three-volume edition (228239 I) and a one-volume edition (228237 III),
Ferdinand Weber’s German-Italian and Italian-German dictionary (208107 II)
and Friedrich Wilhelm Thieme’s German-English and English-German dictionary
(208150 I1). Joseph Stowasser’s Lateinisch-deustches Schul- und Handworterbuch
(208042 111) is also preserved in her collection.

In conclusion to the above considerations and the overview of the fragment
of Karolina Lanckoronska’s book collection preserved in the Scientific Library
of the Lviv National University, it is worth paraphrasing Karolina’s words regarding
the Rozdo6t archive, whose “substantial portions have resurfaced in Lviv” after
the Second World War. She would certainly have welcomed the news that part
of her professional book collection “resurfaced in Lviv” again more than eighty
years after she had left the city. Some of the books in her scientific library, however,
must have been dispersed during the turmoil of war and the movement of collections.

Lanckoronska’s several hundred surviving books provide clear evidence
of her research passions, which revolved around the theory and history of European,
and particularly Italian, art, her interest in the life, thought and work of Michelangelo,
her interest in other artistic trends, and her cognitive curiosity developed during
her numerous travels, as well as deep interest in Italian, German and Polish
literature. Works on ancient and modern history reflected her professional interests.
Some books originated from the Lanckoronski family library, while others were

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acquired by Karolina herself, continuing her father’s collecting traditions and interests
while developing her own passions.

There is little Polish literature and few works by Polish authors preserved
in the collection. However, as she described herself in her memoirs as “a girl brought
up abroad, who drew her Polishness mainly from literature™*, her Lviv book collection
must have been more extensive. There is no doubt that books were an important
part of her life, and that Renaissance thought, philosophy and art shaped her for life.
In her notes from a trip to Greece she took in 1964, she wrote:

“And lo and behold, the coast of Greece! For fifty years I have dreamt of this
Jjourney, which I have always put off, knowing full well that I am not sufficiently
prepared for it. Today I am going, although I still know so much less than in my
younger years, I am going simply because I do not want to die without having
seen the homeland of the humanism I live by”*.

Karolina’s book collection clearly demonstrates her love of humanism
in the broadest sense of the word — not only the movement that emerged during
the Renaissance which advocated respect and understanding for people and their
needs, as well as of an attitude that encouraged people to engage with the arts
and literature, both through direct contact with works and antiques and through
reading books.
